INTRODUCTION: 
At Masjid Sunnah Quinton Academy, we strive to nurture hearts and minds upon the authentic teachings of Islam. Our curriculum is dedicated to teaching the recitation of the Qur’an with proper Tajweed and memorisation, while grounding students in the authentic Sunnah of the Prophet ﷺ.
We aim to instil not only knowledge but practice—guiding students to perform acts of worship in accordance with the Sunnah, embody the noble manners and behaviour of the Prophet ﷺ, and live by core values such as respect, pardoning, and forgiveness. We aim to teach our students Ahadeeth and Du’a that they can implement in daily life.
Our mission is to raise a generation that connects deeply with the Qur’an, follows the Sunnah with sincerity, and reflects the beauty of Islam in their character and daily lives

GENERAL RULES AND REGULATIONS

1. This curriculum is designed for children between 5 – 13 years of age. Under exceptional circumstances, children under the age of 5 or over the age of 13 may also be admitted (Private tuition may be available for older children).
2. The monthly fee for a single child is £30 and for families with multiple children (Siblings) £25 per student, for the weekend Academy. There are no admission fees
3. Students who are absent for more than 3 months will be taken off register and then will require new admission forms for re-admission.
4. Fees will be payable in full at the beginning of the course start or on the first day of the 4 weekly periods. If fees have been paid and the child does not attend the Academy, there will be no refund of fees. 
5. Academy classes shall be held Saturday & Sunday, 11:45am - 2:00pm during weekends only. Separate boys’ and girls’ classes taught by a male and female teacher respectively. (Class times may change with prior notice)
6. The doors for the Academy will be open 10 minutes before the class times and closed 5 minutes after class starts for security and safety. 
7. Parents are advised to drop off and collect children from within the Academy premises. Parent or Carers responsibility to ensure they are dropped collected from the car park (Parents will be contacted for permission to allow children to go home alone, Academy staff are not responsible for children travelling home alone)
8. The Academy’s academic year shall commence in the month of September and end in the month of August. There will be 36 weeks of classes during the academic year.
9. The Holy month of Ramadan will be an annual holiday unless parents are informed by writing or otherwise. There will be also one or two week holiday for Eid-ul-Fitr and Eid ul-Adha. There will be holidays during the school half-term and end of term corresponding with school holidays where appropriate. Academy will be closed during bank holidays. (Other holidays during the academic year are at the discretion of the Academy).
10. The Termly Examinations are normally held at the end of the full school term. These exams shall be based on the taught curriculum. 
11. The books used for the Academy Curriculum are available at free of charge from the Academy Office however replacements will be charged at £3 per book
12. Parents are required to meet with their child’s teacher at least once every term to discuss the progress of their child. Each child will have his/her work booklet every month/week. Children should complete their homework set by teacher in class
13. Girls are required to wear Hijab and scarf during Academy time. Boys should be properly dressed in clean loose clothes, Shalwar Kamees, Kurta or Thawb are acceptable, with no pictures and preferably wear a hat. Boys are not allowed to wear any necklaces, rings, etc. during Academy time and their haircut must not be un-Islamic (part shaven or patterned).
14. There are separate classes for boys and girls. The girls’ classes are taught by female teachers most of the time. Male teachers may sometimes teach or supervise girls’ classes if necessary.
15. It is strictly forbidden for the children to bring electronic equipment, games, mobile phones, toys, comics and other such materials into class. Such items will be confiscated and must be claimed by the parents.
16. Unruly behaviour inside the Academy/Classroom and Masjid is strictly forbidden.
17. The Academy behaviour policy must be adhered to by all students. A copy of the behaviour policy and safeguarding policy will be given to parents at the time of Admission
18. If the parents have any complaints concerning the Academy, its staff or any of its students, this should be directed to the head teacher. 
19. No parent/s has the right to quarrel, abuse, or take matters into their own hands concerning the student of the Academy or its Staff; as this will not be tolerated and it may lead to subsequent suspension of the student from the class due to your ill conduct or behaviour. In addition, fees will not be refunded if the student is suspended.
20. If the matter is not resolved, the Parents have a right to discuss the issue with the Chairman or general secretary of the organisation. The Chairman or general secretary will have final say in any matter and this will not be negotiable under any circumstances.
21. We cannot take responsibility for any equipment or clothing items bought within our premises and damaged/lost items by the child or others using the premises.
